Theme: The key themes of this gospel reading from Exodus 1:1-22 are the multiplication of the Israelites in 
Egypt, their descent into slavery under a new Pharaoh who feared their growth, and the foreshadowing of 
God's plan to help the Israelites. 
 
Please begin your learning with the prayer in the ‘Heart’ section, then with the work in the ‘Head’ section, 
followed by applying your knowledge in the ‘Hands’ section.
